48: wild rye to left; wintercreeper to right in deeper shade around large walnut. 



 
49: bank opposite with gradual rise but bare ground under honeysuckle bush. 



 
50: outer edge of riparian woods with small puddle after three days of rain. 



 
51: along outer edge in area with open woods, perhaps due to thick ground vegetation? 



 
52: N towards Interstate; no puddles; mapped as Donerail and Egam (moderately well-drained). 



 
53: E to old barn; upland soil series mapped as well-drained Maury and Bluegrass (less clay). 



 
54: looking SE to Coldstream developments: Tempur-Pedic on left; Embassy Suites on right. 



 
55: denser ground vegetation includes much Johnson grass—on damper/richer ground? 



 
56: as above; note also trees growing in channel, which still dries up here most of the year. 



 
57: more rapid flow over remains of old bridge in lower section of project area. 



 
58: much trash appears to accumulate where gradual banks and trees are intermixed. 



 
59: sycamore planted in 1999/2000, still with plastic ‘tree-mat’—generally not a good practice.
